Information Pack
The Chase - Tour de Pines #3 is a single heat Canicross

ONLY Sleddog Race hosted by the Western Australian Sleddog Sports Association
(WASSA) and will be held on Sunday 22nd September 2024.

Race classes will be based on distance. Choose from below or do them all —it's up to you
what you feel you can handle. NOTE: only 1 distance can be completed by your dog. If
entering multiple distances you must have a different dog.

1. The Chase approx. distance 2.5km
2. Jungle Roots approx. distance 4.5km
3

. Ultra approx. distance 8km
Note: 2. Jungle Roots 4.5km & 3. Ultra 8km may run together depending on number of entrants/tracks/temperatures.

It is the entrant’s responsibility to ensure their dogs have the required fitness level to run the
distance entered. A driver may compete in more than one class at this event, but dogs must
only compete in one class. If running more than one class a different dog must be used in each
class entered.

Committee may reduce the distance of each class if required on the day. Factors such as
temperature and fitness if warm weather hampers good training days prior to the race. The
dogs are our priority and safety for them paramount.



Directions

Turn left onto Pessoa Road off Gnangara Road. Look for the WASSA signs. The turn into Pessoa Road is over
a footpath. The gate will be open before 6.30am and pushed closed after this time but not locked. If entering late
please close the gate behind you & drive slowly to WASSA Training car park — follow Pessoa Road to the T-
intersection. Turn right and straight along until you reach the cars. WASSA HQ signs will be up. Do not park
over the start or finish chutes.

If travelling from the east, the entrance is on the other side of the dual carriageway. There is a turning point
opposite to the Rick Hammersley Centre turn.

Parking

Parking will be available onsite. We ask you please ONLY park in the areas marked for parking on the day.
Toilets available (portable toilets) towed near race HQ for your comfort.

Race Etiquette

All competitors and spectators are to remember the following to ensure safety of both humans
and dogs on race days.

+ All dogs are to remain on leads, stake out lines or drop lines at all times, if not secured in a cool car ortrailer.
* All people and dogs are to remain clear of the racetracks when classes are running.

* Do not stand in front of the start/finish line, please stay well behind the barriers.

» Speak to owners of dogs before approaching their dogs.

» Keep a distance of at least 2 meters from staked out dogs, when walking/stretching your dogs.

* Clean up after yourselves and your dogs to ensure future use of race locations.

* For any enquiries or questions regarding the races please speak to a committee member or race official
(race officials will be wearing high visibility vests).

The issued bib must be worn and visible at all times during the race.
