 All dogs that are eligible may attempt Run 1. Only dogs that successfully complete this run without 

being excused or disqualified will be eligible to attempt Run 2. 
 We have plenty of space for you to warm up your dog away from the Sprint Zone and exclusion areas.

numbers and to accept or reject entries.
