% Exhibitors bring their dog's height card. Dogs without a card will be measured at check-in. Please fill in a height card
before presenting your dog for measurement. Blank height cards will be available on the day

% All dogs that are eligible may attempt Run 1. Only dogs that successfully complete this run without being excused or
disqualified will be eligible to attempt Run 2.

% Please warm up your dog away from the Sprint Zone and exclusion areas.

% Bitches in season are not allowed to compete or allowed on the grounds.

% Bitches must be a minimum of 10 weeks post whelp to compete. Mated bitches or bitches in whelp may not compete.
