Sturdy lead & collar, suitable canine backpack, weight for the backpack (pre-weighed), water & water bowl for
your dog, basic first aid items, rubbish bags, appropriate clothing & footwear, warm & waterproof clothing (if
wet or cold weather forecast), human backpack, food & drink, sunscreen, hat, insect repellant, etc.

Please pre-load & weigh your dog's backpack to roughly the correct weight at home.
