2. ChecklIn
o All bitches will be vetted by their owner/handler under supervision

3. Attendees Catering
o No catering will be provided. Attendees should bring their own food and cold
drinks if required.
o The club will have hot water and supply, tea, coffee, sugar and milk.

4. Toilets
o We ask that there is no loitering in the toilets. Toilets will be cleaned by the
club.

Safety Procedures for Tracking Trials

1. Tracking Trials are held over undulating and hazardous terrain (including near water),
it is suggested that sturdy footwear and clothing be worn to reduce the possibility of
injury. As with all outdoor activities it is suggested competitors and spectators have ap-
propriate protective clothing for the weather and take due care when moving around
the trial site and training area.

2. The environment, animals and wildlife can be inhospitable. Be alert and avoid prob-
lems where possible.
