Puppy of Breed & Runner Up Best of Breed. GSDCA Excellent medallions will be awarded at
the judge’s discretion to animals that have been successfully breed surveyed and are
exhibited in the Open classes.

Perpetual Trophies: The “Vonpeta Kennels Best In Show Trophy” replica will be
presented to the winning exhibit each day.

The “Roy Brabham Memorial Trophy"” replicas will be presented to stock coat Challenge
Dog & Bitch winners on Saturday. The “Jiirgen Neddermeyer Memorial Trophy” & the
“Joylene Neddermeyer Memorial Trophy” replicas will be presented to the stock coat
Challenge Dog & Bitch winners on Sunday.

A replica of the “"SA Breeders Group” trophy will be presented to the winning kennel on
Sunday.

Grading certificates for all classes
will be available.

PRESIDENT’S YOUTH TROPHY COMPETITION (6/6/26) Judge: TBA

To be judged during the lunch break on Saturday. Entries will be taken on the day.
Classes - 7 to under 10 years;
10 to under 13 years;
13 to under 19 years.
No adults will be permitted in the ring. All children must have control of the animal

they are exhibiting.
If any child cannot solely control (hold) the animal they are exhibiting they may be asked to

leave. Medallions (donated by Alimanda Kennels) will be presented in the clubrooms at the
conclusion of all judging on Saturday to all participants.

BREEDER’S GROUP (7/6/26): Judge: Mr Martin Kelly Snr (Ireland)

To be judged during the lunch break on Sunday. Breeders may enter as many teams as
desired. All animals must carry the breeder’s prefix and be of one coat variety. Each team
must consist of 5 animals over 6 months of age from at least 2 sires and 2 dams. A separate
entry form for each team must be received by the closing date of entries - no entry fee.
Details of animals competing must be handed to the Show Manager by 12 noon on Sunday.
All animals listed in a Breeder’'s Group must be entered in the show on Sunday 7/6/26.

Any person double handling at this fixture does so at their own risk. The GSDC of SA accepts
no responsibility for any injury that may occur while double handling.

Results from these two SA Championship Shows, together with the two Victorian
Championship Shows held in November 2026 (Victorian Working Dog Club weekend) will
count towards the “Terry Shaw Memorial State of Origin Trophy”. Rules available from
the Secretary’s office over the weekend.
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
