*ENTRY INFORMATION: For a period of two weeks following the opening date, owners and handlers may enter one dog only in
either Search A or Search B for each element and class, regardless of whether the dog is handled by the same person or a
different handler. Any handlers that enter a second dog prior to this moratorium will have both their entries refunded. 

After this two‑week period, if spaces are still available, handlers with multiple dogs may enter an additional dog in the other
search, either handling the dog themselves or nominating a different handler.

Note: To be eligible to enter the Ultimate Class at any DOGS NSW Sanctioned Scent Work Trial, a dog must have gained a
minimum of two (2) Element Titles. These titles must be recorded on the dog’s registered pedigree name prior to entering the
class.

The DOGS NSW Scent Work State Titles is ONE trial across three days. A dog may not be entered in the same element across
different classes, regardless of which day an element is offered.
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
