Catalogue: Available online, at least 24 hours before the trial. 
 Exhibitors need to arrange their own handlers. You must nominate your Releaser and Catcher when

entering and both must be financial members of DOGS NSW or your State Member Body and over 16
years of age.

 Both Releaser & Catcher require a lead i.e. Two leads per dog.
 Exhibitors to bring their dogs height card. Dogs without a card will be measured at check-in. Please fill in a

height card before presenting your dog for measurement. Blank height cards will be available on the day
 All dogs eligible, attempt Run 1. Only dogs that successfully complete the run without being excused or

disqualified will be eligible to attempt Run 2.
 We have plenty of space for you to warm up your dog away from the Sprint Zone and exclusion areas.
 The Club reserves the right to make any changes to ensure the smooth conduct of the event, to cap entry

numbers and to accept or reject entries.
